The hotline is open and 
available 24/7, 365 days per 
year.  Someone is always 
available to provide crisis 
intervention assistance, 
information, and referrals.

MEDICAL ADVOCACY
Trained medical advocates are  available 24/7, 365 days per year to provide crisis 
intervention services to victims in emergency rooms.  Advocates provide information, 
comfort, and emotional support to help survivors make informed choices and regain a 
sense of control over their lives. 

LEGAL ADVOCACY
Trained legal advocates, while not lawyers, assist survivors of sexual assault in navigating 
the court system.

INDIVIDUAL COUNSELING
Experienced master’s level clinicians who are trained in issues of sexual violence are 
available to provide individual counseling to survivors and their families in a confidential 
environment. Ideally, this enables them to move forward in their lives with hope for the 
future instead of fear from the past.

GROUP COUNSELING
Group counseling is provided in a confidential environment and a shared space with 
others who have survived similar experiences.

COMMUNITY PRESENTATIONS & PROFESSIONAL TRAINING
The trained, professional staff of SASC are available to conduct workshops for schools, 
businesses, social service agencies and community organizations on issues of sexual  
violence. Presentations are age-appropriate and may be tailored to fit the needs of any 
group.
